Musicians look to set a busking world record
Buskers urged to take to the streets to raise funds for Musequality

Musequality, a UK-based charity that funds communal music projects for disadvantaged children in developing countries, today announces the launch of the first annual Musequality World Busk, a week of busking events around the world from 8th – 14th June 2009. Sunday 14th is a special day for young buskers and includes an attempt to set a world record for the biggest busk the world has ever seen.  
Musequality was founded in 2007 by professional violinist David Juritz, leader of the London Mozart Players and the London Tango Quintet. The first busk saw Juritz play in 50 cities in 24 countries and on every continent around the world except Antarctica. This year, the money raised will help set up new projects and expand existing projects in countries such as India, Thailand, Uganda and South Africa. David Juritz, founder of Musequality, says: “Busking is great fun and it is also a great leveller. People make assumptions about buskers just as they do about street children in the developing world.  But many well-known musicians busked when starting out”.

“Children in our projects talk about the difficulties they face: the assumption that they cannot possibly make a contribution to their society,” Juritz continues.  “Yet, when you ask them, their ambitions are the same as ours: they want to improve their lives and be known for being good at something. Without being given the chance to turn their lives around, many children in the developing world face a life on the streets. We’d like to give them the chance they are looking for,”
